PROPOSAL SUBMISSION
DEADLINE: Proposals must be received in the Williamson County Purchasing Office on or before 4:00 PM on August 11, 2010.  Proposals will be publicly acknowledged at 4:00 pm or soon thereafter in the Williamson County Purchasing Dept. located in the Inner Loop Annex, 301 SE Inner Loop - Suite 106, Georgetown, Texas.  
METHODS: Sealed proposals may be hand-delivered or mailed to the Williamson County Purchasing Dept., Attn:  Jonathan Harris – Purchasing, Suite 106, Williamson County Inner Loop Annex, 301 SE Inner Loop, Georgetown, Texas 78626.
FAX/EMAIL: Facsimile and electronic mail transmittals will not be accepted.

PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS
TRIPLICATE: All proposals should be submitted in triplicate (1 original complete proposal set and 2 copies of the proposal set). The proposal sets should be marked “original” or “copy”. The original set must contain original signatures.  A “proposal set” consists of the COMPLETED AND SIGNED Proposal Worksheet and any other documentation required hereunder.
SEALED: All proposals must be returned in a sealed envelope with the proposal name, number, opening date and time clearly marked on the outside. If an overnight delivery service is used, the proposal name, number, opening date and time should be clearly marked on the outside of the delivery service envelope.

REFERENCES: Williamson County requests Proposer to supply with this proposal, a list of at least three (3) references where like services have been supplied by their firm.  Include name of firm, address, telephone number and name of representative.
LEGIBLITY:  Proposals must be legible and of a quality that can be reproduced.

FORMS: All proposals must be submitted on the forms provided in this proposal document. Changes to proposal forms made by Proposers may disqualify the proposal. Proposals cannot be altered or amended after submission deadline.
LATE PROPOSAL: Proposals received after submission deadline will not be acknowledged and will be considered void and unacceptable.  Williamson County is not responsible for lateness of mail, courier service, etc.; unmarked or improperly marked proposals; or proposals delivered to the wrong location.
RESPONSIBILITY: It is expected that a prospective proposer will be able to affirmatively demonstrate proposer's responsibility. A prospective proposer should be able to meet the following requirements:
a)  have adequate financial resources, or the ability to obtain such resources as required;

b)
be able to comply with the required or proposed delivery schedule;

c)  have a satisfactory record of performance;

d) be otherwise qualified and eligible to receive an award.
Williamson County may request representation and other information sufficient to determine Proposer's ability to meet these minimum standards listed above.
AWARD
THIRTY DAYS: Awards should be made approximately thirty (30) days after the proposal opening date.  Results may be obtained by contacting the Purchasing Contact, as set forth herein below.  

REJECTION OR ACCEPTANCE: No more than one proposal will be awarded for any item, single department or area.  Proposals may be rejected for some items, departments or areas, even though awards are made for others.  The convenience of having a single source for similar items will be taken into consideration together with price in determining the lowest and best proposal.
It is understood that the Commissioners Court of Williamson County, Texas, reserves the right to accept or reject any and/or all proposals for any or all materials and/or services covered in this proposal request, and to waive informalities or defects in the proposal or to accept such proposal it shall deem to be in the best interest of Williamson County for the handling of county funds per Chapter 2544 of the Texas Government Code,  Chapters 113, 116 and Chapter 117 of the Texas Local Government Code, and all other pertinent Texas statutes that pertain to the managing and safekeeping of Texas County funds.
CONTRACT:  This Proposal, when properly accepted by Williamson County, shall constitute a contract equally binding between the selected Proposer and Williamson County.  No different or additional terms will become a part of this contract with the exception of a change order or any amendments to accommodate corrections and changes required by County.
The selected Proposer may be required to execute a formal agreement within thirty (30) days after the selected Proposer has been notified that it has been selected.  Failure or refusal to execute such agreement shall be grounds for County to revoke selection of a Proposer and select another Proposer.
CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION:  Under this contract, Vivian L. Wood, Williamson County Treasurer, shall be the contract administrator with designated responsibility to ensure compliance with contract requirements, such as but not limited to, acceptance, inspection and delivery.  The contract administrator will serve as liaison between Williamson County Commissioner’s Court and the selected Proposer. 
CONTRACT PERIOD:  The contract will be effective for a three year period beginning upon award date 2010, and ending May 31, 2011. Unless otherwise terminated prior to the end of such period as set forth herein. One year contract, with options to renew for three years.
CONTRACT EXTENSIONS:  On or before the Termination Date, the Williamson County Commissioners Court reserves the right to extend the  Agreement, by mutual agreement of both parties, as it deems, in its sole discretion, to be in the best interest of Williamson County. Any such extensions will be in twelve (12) month increments for up to three (3) additional years, with the terms, covenants and conditions of the Contract Agreement remaining the same for any extension. The total term of the Agreement, including all extensions thereto, shall not exceed a maximum combined period of forty-eight (48) months. Each new extension of the Agreement is contingent upon the approval of Williamson County Commissioners Court for each extended term in question. The County and the proposer agree that termination shall be the proposer’s sole remedy if the Williamson County Commissioners Court decides not to extend the Agreement for additional term(s), as set forth above.

FIRM PRICING:  All of the items listed are to be on a "per unit" basis, stating a firm price per unit or unit quantity of each item. DOCUMENTATION:  Proposer shall provide with this proposal response, all documentation required by this proposal, including any attachments set forth herein below.  Failure to provide this information may result in rejection of the proposal.
TERMINATION FOR CAUSE: In the event of breach or default of this contract or any other additional agreement containing terms necessary to ensure compliance with the Proposer’s proposal, Williamson County reserves the right to enforce the performance of this contract or any additional agreement by any manner prescribed by law or deemed to be in the best interest of Williamson County.  At Williamson County’s sole discretion, the Proposer may be given a reasonable opportunity to cure its breach or default prior to Williamson County’s termination under this provision. Williamson County’s option to offer time to cure a default or breach shall, however, in no way be construed as negating the basis for termination for non-performance.

TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE:  Williamson County may terminate this contract for convenience and without cause or further liability upon thirty (30) days written notice to the selected Proposer. No penalty will be assessed for Williamson County’s termination of this contract for convenience.  

SILENCE OF SPECIFICATIONS: The apparent silence of these specifications as to any detail or to the apparent omission from it of a detailed description concerning any point, shall be regarded as meaning that only the best practices are to prevail.  All interpretations of these specifications shall be made on the basis of this statement.
COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: The selected Proposer shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations pertaining to the practice of the profession and the execution of duties under this proposal including the TEXAS HAZARD COMMUNICATION ACT and THE WILLIAMSON COUNTY HAZARD COMMUNICATION PROGRAM POLICY.

GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS:

1.1 SCOPE OF THE CONTRACT - It is the intent of the Williamson County Commissioners’ Court to contract with bank(s) desiring to be designated as the Williamson County Subdepository Bank.  The Contract will address only those funds collected and deposited for the Williamson County Emergency Medical Services collections contractor.  

As of the date of this Request for Proposals, Williamson County Emergency Medical Services collections contractor is DM Medical Billings, LLC, 20 East Taunton Road, Suite 500, Berlin, New Jersey 08009.  DM Medical Billings, LLC is required, by its state law, to do business with a federal bank or a state bank of New Jersey and it cannot do business with a foreign state bank.  Thus, each Proposer understands and acknowledges that it shall be capable of dealing with DM Medical Billings, LLC in order to submit a proposal to this Request for Proposal.

RESPONSE REQUIRED FOR EACH SECTION AND SUBSECTION - Each and every section and subsection of the Request for Proposal requires a response from the Bank Subdepository proposers.  Proposers submitting a proposal to become a Subdepository Bank should complete only the sections applicable to a banking relationship as a Subdepository Bank. Responses should be carefully considered.  Applicants must format responses in the same sequence as the Request for Proposal.  Where totally appropriate, responses may consist of phrases such as “understood”, “agreed”, “no exception”, or “not applicable”.

In the event of any dispute related to this contract, the decision of the Williamson County Judge shall be final and binding on the parties, subject to any civil remedy or determination otherwise available to the parties.

VENUE – It is contemplated that this contract shall be performed in Williamson County, Texas and the venue and jurisdiction of any suit, right or cause of action arising out of or in connection with this contract shall lie exclusively in Williamson County, Texas and the Proposer consents and submits to such venue and jurisdiction.

OFFERING OF PROPOSAL PRICES – The undersigned agrees, if this proposal is accepted, to furnish any and all items upon which prices are offered, at the price(s) and upon the terms and conditions contained in the Request for Proposal. The Proposer shall not limit or exclude any express, written, or implied warranties and any attempt to do so shall render this contract void at the option of Williamson County.  The Proposer warrants that the product sold to Williamson County shall conform to the standards promulgated by the U. S. Department of Labor under the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970.

CONTRACTURAL REQUIREMENTS:

TYPE OF BANKING RELATIONSHIP - The following specifications provide for banking relationship: A Subdepository Bank will be authorized to handle a collections account that will be set up to operate to the greatest extent through acceptable electronic banking processes; including deposit, ACH transfers, etc.

COMPLIANCE WITH STATUTES - By returning the Proposal Worksheet the Proposer acknowledges that it understands Chapter 2544 of the Texas Government Code, Chapters 113, 116 and Chapter 117 of the Texas Local Government Code, and all other pertinent Texas statutes that pertain to the managing and safekeeping of Texas County funds, including but not limited to those specified, and will comply with those statutes.  In this document the statutes may sometimes be referred to as the “Code”.

BANK AFFILIATION - Each bank must be a member of the Federal Reserve System and the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation.  A Proposer must be a Federal doing business in and having a full service facility within Williamson County, Texas. Proposers who operate under State of Texas bank charter may submit a proposal without membership in the Federal Reserve System.

DURATION – The contract will be effective for a three year period beginning Upon award contract date 2010, and ending May 31,2011. Unless otherwise terminated prior to the end of such period as set forth herein, at the end of the designated period a new request for proposal for a bank subdepository contract will be prepared and sent to all Williamson County banks.

RENEGOTIATIONS - Section 116.021 (b) of the Texas Local Government Code specifies that: 
“If the contract is for a four-year term, the contract shall allow the Proposer to establish, on the basis of negotiations with the bank, new interest rates and financial terms of the contract that will take effect during the final two years of the four-year contract.
2.6
INVESTMENTS MADE OUTSIDE SUBDEPOSITORY BANKS - Williamson County reserves the right to make investments outside the Subdepository Bank(s) in accordance with the Laws of the State of Texas, as a result of court order, and the Williamson County Investment Policy.  All investment purchases shall be made on a delivery versus payment basis.

SUBMITTING FINANCIAL STATEMENTS - Proposers that are wishing to be designated as the  

Subdepository Bank must include as part of the Proposal:

(1)
The Proposer’s last three (3) quarterly Uniform Bank Performance Reports.


(2)
The Proposer’s last three (3) Call Reports.

(1)      The Proposer’s Annual Financial Reports for the past two (2) years.

The selected proposer shall continue, during the term of the Subdepository contract, to furnish Williamson County Treasurer updated issues of (a) each quarterly call report and (b) annual financial reports.

“GOOD FAITH GUARANTEE” NOT APPLICABLE TO SUBDEPOSITORY BANKS - The Code does not require a Bank desiring to be designated as a Subdepository bank to provide a cashier’s check to serve as a good faith guarantee.
2.9
SECURITY - Within fifteen (15) days after the selection of the Subdepository bank, the selected Bank shall qualify as provided by law.  Williamson County will accept Surety Bonds and/or a Securities Pledge Contract provided for under Chapter 116 of the Texas Local Government Code, as the method of securing the funds of Williamson County.  The Proposer selected as Subdepository will execute within the time prescribed by law a security pledge contract accompanied by securities as hereinafter specified, and/or a bond issued and executed by a solvent surety company or companies authorized to do business in the State of Texas or both such securities pledge contract and bond.  To compensate for increases or decreases in Williamson County Deposits and fluctuations of market value of pledged collateral, the minimum market value of collateral will be 110% of County deposits.  Williamson County funds will be moved in order not to exceed the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (FDIC) threshold of $250,000.00.
Pledged securities shall be the kind prescribed by law under Chapter 116, and must be acceptable to Williamson County.  The following securities are acceptable to Williamson County:

1. U.S. Treasury Notes

2. U.S. Treasury Bills

3. Government National Mortgage Association Certificates

4. Federal Farm Credit Banks Notes and Bonds

5. Federal Home Loan Banks Notes and Bonds

6. Federal National Mortgage Association Notes and Bonds

7. Federal Home Loan Mortgage Corporation Notes and Bonds

8. State of Texas Bonds

9. Bonds of City, County and Independent School Districts located in Texas with a Moody’s rating of AA or better or a Standard and Poor’s rating of AA or better.

Adjustable rate mortgages (ARMs) and Collateralized Mortgage Obligations (CMOs) will not be acceptable.   The Proposer must be the true and legal owner of all securities, which will be pledged to Williamson County.  The securities must be free and clear of all liens, claims, or pledged for other purposes.  Williamson County will not accept any security acquired by the Proposer under a repurchase agreement.  The securities will be deposited with the Federal Reserve Bank of Dallas without expense to Williamson County under an appropriate contract to be drawn to the provisions of Chapter 116 of the Texas Local Government Code and amendments in accordance with the application, if approved.

COLLATERAL MANAGEMENT - The Proposer must include, as part of the Proposal, a statement as to how the Proposer intends to ensure, on a daily basis, that sufficient collateral is pledged to protect covered accounts.  Also, a detailed monthly collateral report is required.  The report shall contain security descriptions, par value, current face values, and current market value.
2.11 VALUE OF COLLATERAL - The Proposer must propose how it will value pledged securities.  Williamson County at any time may investigate the value of any of the securities that may be pledged by the Proposer.  The full cooperation of the Proposer will be required in such instance.
2.12 NON-SUFFICIENT FUNDS CHECKS (HOT CHECKS) – The selected Proposer shall refer all non-sufficient funds/hot checks to the Williamson County Attorney’s Office, 405 MLK Blvd., Box 7, Georgetown, Texas for disposition.

2.13 STALE CHECKS – All checks that are over ninety (90) days old, shall be considered to be a “stale check” under this contract.  

SERVICE REQUIREMENTS

3.1
CONTACT PERSON – The Proposer must identify a local senior level management person who will be responsible for overseeing Williamson County’s entire relationship, who would serve as Williamson County’s primary contact and who would be able to make decisions regarding operational aspects of this contract.
3.4
STATEMENTS - Monthly bank statements will include checks, deposit slips, transfer slips and debit and credit memos, processed for ALL accounts. The daily ledger balances, average daily collected balances, number of debits, number of credits, and other items on which charges are based, should also be included in each monthly statement.

Statements should be processed no later than five (5) business days after the close of each month. 
A sample bank statement shall be included as a part of the Proposal.

ON-LINE SERVICES - It is requested that as a part of the proposal the Subdepository Bank will provide an on-line PC communication link to Williamson County for daily reporting of fund balances, collected and ledger balances, stop payment requests, confirmations, and detailed debits and credits.  Proposer must attach product description, pricing, and sample reports for the on-line PC link available.  Proposer shall also provide Remote Deposit Services On-Line in the event Williamson County chooses to utilize such service in the future.  Proposers should be prepared to provide the Williamson County Treasurer’s Office and/or Williamson County employees an opportunity to physically work with this technology before the contract is awarded. 

3.6 ACH TRANSACTIONS- Proposer must provide for acceptance of ACH (Automated Clearing House) credits and debits.

WIRE TRANSFERS - Proposer must provide the ability to send wire transfers on an automated or manual basis, and also to provide the ability to receive wire transfers.  Bank must provide the ability to restrict outgoing wire transfers (debits) to only those authorized.

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

4.1
Severability. If any provision of this contract shall be held invalid or unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not invalidate or render unenforceable any other provision hereof, but rather this entire Contract will be construed as if not containing the particular invalid or unenforceable provision or provisions, and the rights and obligation of the parties shall be construed and enforced in accordance therewith. The parties acknowledge that if any provision of this contract is determined to be invalid or unenforceable, it is the desire and intention of each that such provision be reformed and construed in such a manner that it will, to the maximum extent practicable, give effect to the intent of this contract and be deemed to be validated and enforceable.

Successors and Assigns.  This contract shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of parties hereto and their respective successors and assigns. 
4.3
Assignment.  No party to this contract may assign or transfer its interest in or obligations under this contract without the prior written consent of all parties to this contract.
4.4
Relationship of the Parties.  Each party to this contract, in the performance of this contract, shall act in an individual capacity and not as agents, employees, partners, joint ventures or associates of one another.  The employees or agents of one party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employees or agents of the other party for any purposes whatsoever.
4.5
No Waiver of Immunities.  Nothing in this contract shall be deemed to waive, modify or amend any legal defense available at law or in equity to Williamson County, its past or present officers, employees, or agents, nor to create any legal rights or claim on behalf of any third party.  Williamson County does not waive, modify, or alter to any extent whatsoever the availability of the defense of governmental immunity under the laws of the State of Texas and of the United States.

No Waiver.  The failure or delay of any party to enforce at any time or any period of time any of the provisions of this contract shall not constitute a present or future waiver of such provisions nor the right of either party to enforce each and every provision.  Furthermore, no term or provision hereof shall be deemed waived and no breach excused unless such waiver or consent shall be in writing and signed by the party claimed to have waived or consented.  Any consent by any party to, or waiver of, a breach by the other, whether expressed or implied, shall not constitute a consent to, waiver of or excuse for any other, different or subsequent breach.

County’s Right to Audit.  Selected Proposer agrees that County or its duly authorized representatives shall, until the expiration of three (3) years after final payment under this contract, have access to and the right to examine and photocopy any and all books, documents, papers and records of selected Proposer which are directly pertinent to the services to be performed under this contract for the purposes of making audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcriptions.  selected Proposer agrees that Williamson County shall have access during normal working hours to all necessary selected Proposer facilities and shall be provided adequate and appropriate work space in order to conduct audits in compliance with the provisions of this section.  Williamson County shall give selected Proposer reasonable advance notice of intended audits.

4.8
Non-Appropriation and Fiscal Funding.  The obligations of the parties under this contract do not constitute a general obligation or indebtedness of either party for which such party is obligated to levy, pledge, or collect any form of taxation.  It is understood and agreed that Williamson County shall have the right to terminate this contract at the end of any Williamson County fiscal year if the governing body of Williamson County does not appropriate sufficient funds as determined by Williamson County’s budget for the fiscal year in question.  Williamson County may effect such termination by giving written notice of termination at the end of its then-current fiscal year.
4.9
Payment, Interest and Late Payments.   Williamson County’s payment for goods and services shall be governed by Chapter 2251 of the Texas Government Code.  Invoices shall be paid by Williamson County within thirty (30) days from the date of the Williamson County Auditor’s receipt of an invoice.  Interest charges for any late payments shall be paid by Williamson County in accordance with Texas Government Code Section 2251.025.  More specifically, the rate of interest that shall accrue on a late payment is the rate in effect on September 1 of Williamson County’s fiscal year in which the payment becomes due.  The said rate in effect on September 1 shall be equal to the sum of one percent (1%); and (2) the prime rate published in the Wall Street Journal on the first day of July of the preceding fiscal year that does not fall on a Saturday or Sunday.  In the event that a discrepancy arises in relation to an invoice, such as an incorrect amount on an invoice or a lack of documentation that is required to be attached to an invoice to evidence the amount claimed to be due, Williamson County shall notify selected Proposer of the discrepancy.  Following Williamson County’s notification of any discrepancy as to an invoice, selected Proposer must resolve the discrepancy and resubmit a corrected or revised invoice, which includes all required support documentation, to the Williamson County Auditor.  Williamson County shall pay the invoice within thirty (30) days from the date of the Williamson County Auditor’s receipt of the corrected or revised invoice.  Williamson County’s payment of an invoice that contains a discrepancy shall not be considered late, nor shall any interest begin to accrue until the thirty-first (31st) day following the Williamson County Auditor’s receipt of the corrected or revised invoice.
